o Public Special Acts include amending Acts, Appropriation Acts, and local Acts. They are rarely amended
and generally do not require updating and reprinting. Special Acts are generally subject to systematic repeal
under the Statute Law Revison program. These Acts are printed in normal type.

Private Acts are listed separately in the table of Private Acts.

The Minister administering an Act isshown indented and initdic type under the Act name—for those Actswhere an
allocation of the administration has been Gazetted.

For further information regarding the allocation of administration of Acts see List of Principal Statutory Instruments.

Acts invalving the application of laws made in other jurisdictions are cross-referenced to the table of applied laws
and other governmental instruments.
