BE it enacted by the Queen’s Most Excellent Majesty,

by and with the advice and consent of the Legis-

1. This Act may be cited as the *‘ Capital Debt Charges short
Act, 1957.” title.

charges paid or payable by the State in respect of the
loan liability of such authority.

(3) Payments in accordance with the provisions of
subsection one of this section shall be made in such
amounts and at such times as the Treasurer may from
time to time direct.
